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Students should state several of the possible causes of
mental disorders.

Students should identify the primary methods of clinical
assessment and treatment of mental disorders.Students
should describe the clinical features and treatment of the
mental disorders, including: stress disorders, anxiety
disorders, mood disorders, somatoform/dissociative
disorders, personality disorders, substance use disorders,
psychotic disorders, brain/cognitive disorders.

Course Policies and Procedures

1. Participation: It is the responsibility of each student to
view all lectures, and take all exams. Video lectures are
available on the Blackboard site for this course.

2. Exams: There will be four non-cumulative exams, each
consisting of multiple choice questions. Exam material will
be taken primarily from the textbook.

This nal can only help your grade (by replacing
your lowest exam grade, only if it doesn't hurt your !nal
course grade). Although the 'nal exam is optional, you must
take the 'nal exam if you missed any of the other exams.
